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Playing on the Mazda "God of Light" theme, the new model was dubbed the Luce. Fortunately the handsome, decidedly Italian lines of the car were essentially undisturbed. Mazda even avoided the current Japanese compulsion to overdecorate, using only modest badging and simple wheel covers. The grille area, with its quad headlights, is perhaps the best styling feature, reminiscent of certain Fiat 124 models, a favorable comparison.
The first vehicle to mount the Aerodynamic wiper blade system was a Mazda Luce produced by Tea Industries in Japan. In addition to the new design the wiper received a new finish as well: the shiny stainless steel levers were given a matte finish to reduce glare.
